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English language skills are in demand in France. Teaching jobs can be found anywhere in the country, on an individual basis as well as in educational institutions and businesses.  Although a certificate and formal training will open up more opportunities, many people look for positions or take students based entirely on their being English speakers with college degrees.

CERTIFICATION
There are a number of different ways to get a certification in teaching English.  There are bachelor’s and master’s degree programs offered at colleges and universities as well as professional certification programs sponsored by TESL / TEFL / TESOL organizations, and hundreds of private schools.  There are far more TESL / TEFL / TESOL certification programs in the U.S than in France.  Most certification schools are recognized by the two TEFL certification programs: the RSA Cambridge certificate (CELTA) and the Trinity College certificate. The RSA Cambridge program is taken as a one-month intensive, hands on program.  In the United States the following institutions offer RSA /Cambrige Certificate Programs:
